e |deally, research will be completed within one year from the date of funding. Recipients
will be required to submit a short progress/final report one year from the date of
receiving funds or upon successful completion of their study of program (whichever is
sooner).

Availability of Funding

Funds will be released once the research proposal is approved by the student’s advisory
committee and, in the case of research involving human participants, once REB approval is
granted. A letter confirming the completion of these requirements will be required from the
student’s Advisor along with the REB approval, if applicable.

e Transcripts

e Two reference letters, one of which should be from the Advisor
